Pittsburgh, PA – June 28, 2010 – Piano-based independent artist, Joy Ike, will be performing at this year’s Lilith Fair tour stop in Philadelphia at the Susquehanna Bank Center.
Over the past twelve years, Lilith Fair has gained a reputation of being the most prominent women-in-music showcase in the United Sates, becoming a launching pad for many of today’s most well-known female acts.  Ourstage, a fairly young music discovery and social networking platform, has opened the door for independent artists nationwide to be considered as part of Lilith’s 2010 Revival.
With two hundred and nine Philly-metro contestants, Joy Ike’s song, “Sweeter”, off her May album release, Rumors, was chosen as a finalist by Ourstage members and picked as the ultimate winner by a combined Ourstage/Lilith Fair committee.
Having been voted “Best Solo Artist” by Pittsburgh City Paper readers for the last two years, Ike has earned a reputation for being an accomplished performer who is just as entertaining to listen to as she is to watch. In a very recent write-up and radio piece on All Things Considered, NPR (National Public Radio) is quoted as saying,
The depth of subjects she tackles in her poetic lyrics are perfectly complemented by a unique blend of neo-soul, with just the right dash of pop…a truly compelling act to watch in person, with the ability to create an intimate setting in locations big and small…


Joy Ike’s sound has been called a mix of pop, nu-jazz, and neo-soul drawing regular comparisons to artists such as Regina Spektor, Norah Jones, and Corinne Bailey Rae with influences ranging from Brooke Waggoner to Sufjan Stevens, to Aqualung. Her sophomore album, Rumors, showcases a sound that is best described as different. “This Album is unique for many reasons”, says Joy. “While it’s arguably poppier than my last project, it’s also a lot rawer and very earthy”. In addition she says, “There’s no auto-tune, there are very few effects, and you’ll likely hear a flat note here or there.
